Faculty Language Requirement

(i) All Social Science Major students, with the exception of the Major students of the
Departments of Architecture, Journalism and Communication, and Social Work,
are required to complete one of the following courses to fulfil the Faculty language
requirement:
CHI 1510 Business Chinese
CHI 1520 Chinese for Executives
ELT 1108 English Improvement Strategies for Reading and Writing
*ELT 2400 Concepts of Writing
*ELT 2401 Thinking Through Writing
ELT 2402 Introduction to Academic Writing
ELT 2501 Effective Oral Communication
ELT 3103 English Through Current Affairs and Issues
ELT 3112 Business Communications
ELT 3508 Public Speaking

(ii) However, all students, including students of the above three Departments, who have
obtained “E” or below in the HKALE∆ AS “Use of English” are required to complete
ELT 1108 to fulfil the Faculty language requirement.

(iii) Students who have completed ELT 1108 will be considered as having fulfilled the
Faculty language requirement as stipulated in (i) above.

(iv) Major students of the Department of Sociology, with the exception of those who
obtained “E” or below in the AS “Use of English”, who have completed SOC 2201
[2111] will be exempted from taking the courses as in (i) above.

∆ Only applicable to students admitted on the strength of HKALE results. The HKALE results to be
deemed necessary for the Faculty language requirement must be obtained in that particular sitting
of HKALE which the University has used to assess the admission qualification of the student
concerned.
