Purpose: As part of the efforts to provide CUHK local students with the opportunity to use 
Putonghua in real life for real communication purposes, CUHK-CLC has been working with 
educational institutions in China since 2006 for the “PRINCH” Programme for non-native 
speakers. It is the first time to launch the Programme to local undergraduate students of CUHK. 
PRINCH allows students to practice what they have learned in class through a variety of 
activities in the target culture, an approach that has been recognized by professionals and highly 
recommended as a most effective means to cultivate pragmatic competence of language learners.

Host School: Shaanxi Normal University (SNNU) 陝西師範大學 

 
Founded in 1944, Shaanxi Normal University is a teachers’ university directly administered by the Ministry of Education 

and under the key construction of the state’s “211” Project. Presently, it has 19 schools. The university attaches much 

importance to the education of international students and has abundant teaching resources in the teaching of Chinese 

language to speakers of other languages. The university’s Yanta and Chang-an campuses cover an area of about 180 

hectares or 445 acres. The elegant and beautiful Yanta campus and modern and grand Chang-an campus have been 

awarded the “Model Campus” in Shaanxi province. The Yanta campus is adjacent to the city’s subway station and the 

third-ring road and is only 40 minutes drive from the Xi’an Xianyang International Airport. The elegant environment and 

convenient location make it an ideal place for international students to learn Chinese and experience Chinese culture.

Location for PRINCH for local CUHK 
undergraduates 2013: Xi’an (西安), is the capital 

of the Shaanxi province（陝西省）. Formerly known as 

Chang-an (長安), Xi’an is ranked as one of the Four Great 

Ancient Capitals of the world with Athens, Rome and Cairo. 

With more than 3,100 years of history, Xi’an is one of the 

Four Great Ancient Capitals of China other than Beijing, 

Nanjing and Luoyang, having held that position under 

several of the most important dynasties in Chinese history, 

including Zhou (周), Qin (秦), Han (漢), Sui (隋), and Tang 

(唐). Xi’an is the eastern terminus of the Silk Road (絲綢之

路) and home to the Terracotta Army (兵馬俑).  

 

Since the 1990s, as part of the economic revival of interior 

China especially for the central and northwest regions, the 

city of Xi’an has re-emerged as an important cultural, 

industrial and educational centre of the central-northwest 

region, with facilities for research and development, 

national security and China's space exploration 

programme. 

 

Part or all of the following themes will be explored in Xi’an PRINCH: history (歷史), religion (宗教), commerce (商業), folk 

culture (民俗文化), education (教育) and modern living (現代生活).

Fees include: trans-city transportation (round trip transportation between Hong Kong and Xi’an); local 

transportation in Xi’an; accommodation in Xi’an (13 nights in 3-star rating guest house, 

double-occupancy); admission ticket related to the language activities, teaching materials, 

welcome and farewell dinner, and travel insurance. Meals will be at students’ own expense 

according to one’s living style. 

 

Fees do not include: meals (unless otherwise specified), China visa charge, meals (other than specified), 

accommodation and traveling related to any extended stay. For budgeting purposes, 

students should allow a daily pocket money of RMB100-300 for meals and other expenses 

according to one’s individual living style. Telephone card and internet access can be 

arranged at students’ expense after arrival. 

 

Admission requirement 

- Applicants are preferably studied a CLC course (CPTH2703 Intermediate Putonghua or 

above) prior to joining the PRINCH. 

- Students may be required to attend a selection interview. 

- To register with CUSIS under course code CPTH4613C (to be done after full payment and 

confirmation of CLC staff). 

- Applicants must be a local undergraduate of CUHK.
