The new band room is air-conditioned and fitted out with better soundproofing 
foam. It is more comfortable and minimizes the noise impact on Wen Lan Tang.

So, as often as not, we have to practise at night, sometimes into the 
small hours. If we were still using the old room to practise, it would definitely 
invite complaints.

They include Mr. Ching Cheong, a famous journalist; Mr. Tang 

Siu-pun, author of I want Euthanasia; Prof. Sydney Chung, former dean of the Faculty 

of Medicine; Mr. Chong Chan-yau, director of Student Development of the University 

of Hong Kong. The high table dinners are characterized by a casual atmosphere, which 

makes for relaxed interaction between teachers and students.
