FROM THE DIRECTOR

Dear Friends of Fulbright in Hong Kong:

With each academic year in Hong Kong, the Center sends off
a new group of young scholars to do research in America. At
the same time, we welcome a new group of American scholars
to teach and study in Hong Kong for the coming year. Each
year we bid farewell to the Americans who have been in HK,
and welcome back to HK the Fulbright scholars who have
spent a year doing research in the US. Such is the annual
cycle of migration between HK and the US for many students
and scholars who put down deep roots in both our societies.
We are honored to contribute in this way through Fulbright
to the rich international ethos of Hong Kong’s universities and
to help raise their profile on the major campuses of America.

The generous gifts from Po Chung of DHL
(Asia), well-matched by the UGC, have
launched a new set of exchanges between
US and HK in general education. The HKAC
is working with all its eight member
universities to enrich their general education
courses and programs in advance of 2012

and the onset of four-year undergraduate programs. A new
East-West synthesis of liberal arts education is in the making
in HK universities.

We also thank AIG, Citigroup, Northwest Airlines and the
Amcham Foundation for their timely gifts, happily matched
by the Research Grants Council of the University Grants
Committee, to expand the new Fulbright pre-doctoral research
awards program in honor of Frank Martin. We have jumped
from two to six awards to send young HK scholars as Fulbrighters
to the US for their doctoral thesis research.

Fulbright in HK has made another big leap in creating a new
English Teaching Assistant (ETA) program based at the HK
Institute of Education. Sixteen recent BA graduates from the
US will spend the year based at the green Taipo campus
teaching English to young teachers. We appreciate the Lee
Hysan Foundation and other donors for their magnificent gifts
which has made this three-year program possible.

Summers are hot in the Hong Kong–America flyway for student
exchanges. The HKAC won a major contract with the Council
of American Overseas Research Centers (CAORC) from the
US State Department to offer advanced putonghua instruction
to 26 American students and teachers of Chinese. We partnered
with the Chinese Language Centre (CLC) in CUHK, as well
as with Hong Kong Institute of Education, Hong Kong
Polytechnic University, and Guangdong University of Foreign
Studies in Guangzhou to offer this prestigious program. We
also host many American interns for a Hong Kong summer
in businesses and NGOs.

Also for the first time, the HKAC has created a summer study
program in the US for HK university students. United College
of CUHK sent twenty students to a two-week study program
on Law and Society in America based in Washington DC. We
welcome other universities in HK to work with us to create
broadening programs for their students in the US.

The Luce Foundation has supported the HKAC to organize
an international team of scholars of Chinese religion to produce
a book and supporting video program for teaching this subject
in American universities. We value the visual dimension in
educational exchange, as evidenced in our first Asian-American
Film Festival. All HK and Macau universities showed a series
of films by and about Asian-Americans on their campuses last
spring. Our partner in this project, Asia Cinevision based in
NYC, selected and sourced new films for the festival. We thank
the Motion Picture Association (MPA) and the US Consulate
for their support for this project.

Our programs are featured in the following pages of this annual
Fulbright/HK newsletter. We thank all our friends in HK and
the US who have helped in myriad ways to make them possible
and to make them excellent. Hong Kong is a dynamic learning
space where young Chinese and Americans can discover one
another, and in face-to-face reflection, discover themselves anew.

By examining the different rights of this
demeaned sector–and the manipulation of those
rights–I hope to draw conclusions about Hong
Kong’s broader protection of women’s rights.

Project: Investigate the Multimedia Data Protection
by Using Randomized Entropy Coding

Host Institution in the U.S.: Department of

With the widespread use of Internet and
improvements in streaming media and compression
technology, digital music, images, videos, books
and games can be distributed conveniently across
the Internet to end-users. In this environment, the
problems associated with protecting high-value
digital assets and controlling the distribution of
those digital assets are becoming increasingly
important. I plan to work on lightweight multimedia
protection, with a special focus on randomized
entropy coding. I also plan to study a unified
method to evaluate the performance of various
multimedia protection schemes. The potential
results are important for building up a Digital
Rights Management (DRM) system. Hence, the
outcomes may be commercially very valuable.
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The Fulbright Program announces new

scholarships for advanced post-graduate

students of Hong Kong universities to spend

6-10 months as visiting pre-doctorate

research scholars at American universities

to conduct research for their dissertations.

Up to six grants will be awarded on a

competitive basis for the 2008-2009

academic year.

Interested applicants are

encouraged to contact Dr. Glenn Shive, Director of the HKAC, at (852) 2609-8749 or glennshive@cuhk.edu.hk

before the deadline for guidance in preparing their proposals.

The Fulbright post-graduate research awards are
sponsored by the U.S. Consulate General in Hong
Kong and the Hong Kong America Center. These grants
are made possible by AIG, Citigroup, and the AmCham
Hong Kong Foundation in honor of Frank Martin, the
long-time President of the American Chamber of
Commerce in Hong Kong. The three private-sector
funded awards are matched by three awards funded
by Hong Kong Research Grants Council. Northwest
Airlines has provided free airlines tickets to the
America-bound Fulbrighter. The annual Fulbright
research awards for senior scholars in arts, humanities
and social sciences are jointly sponsored by the Hong
Kong Research Grants Council and the United States
Consulate General in Hong Kong.

Applicants for the pre-doctoral awards must be currently
enrolled in a doctoral degree program of a university

in Hong Kong. They must have completed at least two
years of study in HK prior to their planned departure
for the U.S. The grant award will be US$ 1,350 per
month, to be augmented by studentship funds
provided by the HK universities for post-graduate
students. A ten-month award, for example, would
be US$ 13,500, or HK$ 105,300. Sojourns in the
US can begin anytime after September 2008. Six
months is the minimum period and ten month is the
maximum, as justified in the application proposal. The
scholarship winners will be Visiting Junior Fulbright
Scholars for the purposes of conducting their own
research. As the HK Fulbright awardees will not take
courses and not be matriculated in the host American
university, tuition fees will be waived. These Fulbright
scholars are expected to return to HK after the award
and defend their dissertations for the Ph.D. degree
from their HK universities.

The Fulbright Program also invites applications from Hong Kong senior scholars for research awards in

the United States in fields of the arts, humanities, social sciences, business studies and law. The Research

Grants Council of HK and the Fulbright Program of the US jointly sponsor this fellowship program and

the HKAC administers it on their behalf. Up to three awards will be made for the 2008-2009 academic

year for HK scholars to spend from four to ten months as Fulbright Visiting Scholars at major American

universities. The basic award for a ten-month grant is HK$ 350,000 with supplementary funds of up to

HK$ 150,000 for research expenses. This award may be used in connection with a sabbatical leave or

other research grants.



Fulbright China Spring Conference in Guangzhou

The Guangdong University of Foreign Studies hosted the annual
spring conference for Fulbright lecturers who taught in Chinese
universities during the 2006-2007 academic year. The HKAC
worked with the Fulbright program office in the U.S. Embassy
in Beijing and the U.S. Consulate in Guangzhou to organize
this four-day program from February 28 to March 4 on teaching
in Chinese universities. Many Chinese alumni from the region
who studied in the U.S. on Fulbright awards also participated
in the Fulbright China Spring Conference.
