Dr. Thomas T.T. Chen Scholarships for Study Projects in China
2003/2004

Introduction

In appreciation of Dr. Thomas T.T. Chen’s contributions to higher education in Hong
Kong and to United College in particular, United College Endowment Fund Committee
has established, with effect from 2001/2002, the Dr. Thomas T.T. Chen Scholarships for
Study Projects in China.

Aims of the Scholarships

The purpose of establishing this scholarship is to enable students of United College to
visit China and carry out independent research on its society, economy, culture,
environment and education. This will, in turn, enhance students’ understanding of the
mainland and broaden their horizons in a competitive world.

Eligibility

The scholarship is open to all undergraduate students of United College except those in
their final year of study. Students intending to apply for the scholarship should team
up themselves into a small study group, which shall consist of at least three members
including a coordinator. The change of coordinator is not normally accepted.

Selection Procedures

All applications will be vetted by a panel of judges specifically appointed for this
purpose by the College Scholarships and Student Finance Committee. Students are
required to attend an interview and present their research proposal to the panel. The
Scholarships and Student Finance Committee shall make the offer upon the
recommendation of the panel, and the decision shall be final.

Award Amount

There are two awards, in the amount of HK$20,000 each. All submissions must be
accompanied by a detailed budget. HK$10,000 will be paid out to the successful
applicants prior to their departure. The balance will be paid upon satisfactory
completion of the research and production of the expenditure receipts.

Report of Study

The successful applicants must complete their study within the stipulated period of time
and submit a detailed report, including all expenditure receipts, to the Dean of Students
Office on or before 30 August 2004. The selection panel reserves the right to reimburse
in full or in part the balance to students pending the quality of the submitted report.
