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The half-century history of CHUK began when the three Colleges
of Chung Chi, New Asia and United amalgamated in 1963.
Shaw College was established in 1986. This was followed by
Morningside College and S.H. Ho College in 2006, and C.W. Chu
College, Wu Yee Sun College and Lee Woo Sing College in 2007. In
2012, there are nine Colleges on the campus of CUHK.

The University has expanded continuously since 1963. In
addition to the original Science and Arts Faculties, a Graduate
School was established in 1966. Other milestones in the
University’s development include the establishment of the
Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Engineering and School of Law
in 1981, 1991 and 2005, respectively. The University currently
has eight Faculties — Arts, Business Administration, Education,
Engineering, Law, Medicine, Science and Social Science -
offering 83 full-time undergraduate programmes. Our academic
departments place their emphasis on effective teaching, and
there exists a vibrant research culture within closely-knit
communities of scholars. Together with the Graduate School, the
eight Faculties offer 83 full-time undergraduate programmes,
141 Master’s programmes, 31 doctoral programmes, 43 MPhil-
PhD programmes and 8 Postgraduate Diploma programmes
leading to bachelor's, master's, and doctoral degrees in a variety
of disciplines.

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Pastoral Care
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Office of Student Affairs (OSA)

The Chinese University of Hong Kong is committed to providing
its students with a holistic and balanced education, consisting
of both formal and non-formal elements. The formal element
is primarily academic pursuit, while the non-formal element
includes non-academic activities and personal education.

The Office of Student Affairs provides a variety of activities
and services. These include supporting student activities
and student bodies, services for non-local students, mental-
wellness promotion as well as career planning and development.
This aims to enhance students' potential development as well
as their holistic personal growth.

OSA offers a wide range of quality services and activities to
students and other relevant parties. OSA also works with other
functional units within the University and external resources to
provide support to our students.

Different sections in OSA provide professional services in their
respective areas:

» Career Planning and Development

OSA commits to supporting all-round career preparation and
facilitating the career development of students. It offers career
counselling, guidance workshops, mentorship schemes and
work experience programmes to help students in achieving
career goals and enhancing employability. It also equips
students with job information and placement services,
connecting students with employers and professional
organizations. Moreover, it provides market information and
e-learning platforms.

Learning and Cultural Enhancement

OSA commits to offering students guidance on adjustment
to and planning for university life and to promoting cultural
interchange on campus. It provides individual guidance and
organises developmental programmes to assist students
in adapting to and planning for university life for learning
enhancement; consolidates and disseminates important
information to non-local students through online platforms
such as off-campus accommodation and visa matters;
organizes inspiring and vibrant cultural activities to promote
cross-cultural integration; manages International House
and cultural activities venues, coordinates CUHK Cultural
Enhancement Funding Scheme and promotes campus
internationalization development; provides guidance
and support to associations of non-local students and
postgraduate students.

» Student Experience and Development

OSA enriches students’ university life through offering non-
formal and informal learning opportunities. It provides
guidance and support for student leaders, student bodies
and associations; fosters student development through
coordinating the provision of activity funds and CU-SuCCeSS,
Student-run Coffee Shop Start Up Scheme; offers non-formal,
informal and whole-person education to students based on
the |«CARE framework, and coordinate Student Development
Portfolio; organizes various leadership development and
service-learning activities for students; coordinates matters
related to orientation arrangements for new students;
coordinates the Outstanding Student Awards; collaborates
with government buddies, NGOs and different organisations
in the community to provide local, mainland and overseas
experiential learning opportunities to students.

Wellness and Counselling

OSA dedicates to enhancing the psychological well-being,
fostering resilience and personal growth of students
through various kinds of services and resources. It provides
psychological assessment and counselling services to full-
time students; offers mental health screening and follow-
up support for new students; organizes programmes on
positive psychology and promotes mental wellness through
educational activities and online forms; strengthen mutual
support among students through Peer Support Network;
coordinates support service for students with special
education needs (SEN).

College Dean of Students’ Offices

The Dean of Students’ Office of each college provides
counselling and advice on interpersonal, psychological,
financial and academic problems. These Offices also administer
college scholarships and bursary awards and manage the
student hostels. Further, they play a vital role in the provision
of non-formal education and the enrichment of college life
by organizing a wide variety of student programmes and
overseeing the execution of college-wide student activities. All
these non-formal educational experiences play an important
role in nurturing students’ leadership skills, interpersonal
relationships, civic engagement as well as cultural scope.
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Facilities and Service Units
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University Library System

The System comprises the University Library and six other
libraries: the Elisabeth Luce Moore Library at Chung Chi College,
the Ch’ien Mu Library at New Asia College, the Wu Chung Library
at United College, the Li Ping Medical Library at the teaching
hospital in Shatin, the Architecture Library and the Lee Quo Wei
Law Library.

As a leading research library, with over 2.8 million print volumes,
5.4 million online books, more than 210,000 electronic journals
and more than 1,400 kinds of databases. The Library is known for
the strength of its bilingual collections, particularly in Chinese
studies, reflecting the University’s bilingual and multicultural
environment.

Information Technology Services Centre (ITSC)

The ITSC provides a comprehensive range of IT infrastructure
and services to facilitate the integration of information
technology into almost every facet of university life. A one-stop
University portal offers personalised access to the Chinese
University Student Information System (CUSIS) and a wide range
of online services and campus information sites. Through the
portal, students can enroll in courses, view official grades, print
transcripts, submit applications, make online payments, and
more. The ITSC offers an eLearning System (Blackboard), which
allows students to access online learning materials, submit
assignments, participate in class discussions and take quizzes.

Hostel Places

Campus life is an integral part of university education. Students
can develop a healthy outlook in both mind and body by
broadening their vision. There are a number of undergraduate
and postgraduate hostels on campus, which provide some 9,500
hostel places. The hostel facilities include conference rooms,
reading rooms, TV rooms, laundry rooms, kitchens, computer
rooms, telephones, Wi-Fi, multi-purpose halls, music rooms and
student canteens, etc.

Sports Facilities

To promote student interest in physical activity, the University
provides a variety of sports facilities for students and staff,
including two sports fields, five indoor gymnasiums, seven
outdoor playgrounds, a swimming pool, six squash courts, two
golf practice nets, eleven fitness rooms, an archery practice
range, two archery practice cages, eleven tennis courts, a
climbing wall, a jogging trail, ten multi-purpose rooms and a
Water Sports Centre.

Health Service

The University Medical Service Office provides on-campus
medical, dental and health-promotion services to full-time
students and staff members and their dependents. The medical
team comprises eight physicians, four dental surgeons and a
number of other allied health professionals. The health clinic
is equipped with a minor operating theatre, pharmacy, medical
laboratory and physiotherapy unit to provide primary medical
and dental care services. For specific or more serious medical
conditions, the clinic arranges referrals to specialists.

Culture and Arts

The campus has a wide variety of facilities for artistic and
cultural enjoyment. With a seating capacity of some 1,500 and
experienced house and backstage staff, Sir Run Run Shaw Hall
is the University’s largest professionally equipped auditorium.
The Lee Hysan Concert Hall is one of the best venues in Asia
in terms of acoustics for student performance. The University
launched a Student Cultural Ambassador Scheme to provide
subsidies for students wishing to attend performances and to
establish a platform on which they could share their experiences
of the arts. The University also invites artists and critics to give
talks on cultural issues from time to time.
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
