CREATE A WELCOMING ENVIRONMENT 

 
•BE THERE EARLY 

•MAKE SURE YOU SCHEDULE A BREAK  

•DO NOT FORCE STUDENTS TO PUT UP THEIR 

HANDS, ASK THEM TO CLAP 

 



ATTEND TO STUDENTS’ EMOTIONAL NEEDS 

•WHEN THERE IS UNCERTAINTY, THERE IS ANXIETY 

•KNOWING WHAT TO EXPECT WILL REDUCE 

STUDENTS’  ANXIETY 

•PREPARE THEM FOR EXAMINATION 

•GIVE MEANING TO WHAT THEY LEARN  

•RELATE IT TO THEIR EVERYDAY LIFE/PROFESSION

•TELL THEM 

•SMILE 

•SPEND TIME WITH THEM  



ENCOURAGE THEM TO PURSUE THEIR
