Current Conditions Opportunities

•The size and number of the existing open
spaces are insuff icient

•The outdoor social interaction activities were
limited by the scattered pattern of the
destination open spaces.

•To establish a open space network connecting

BREEAM Excellent
Completed in 2008, the building achiev ed the highest rating –the UK equiv alent of a Green Star 5 or 6 Star rating. The
scoring considered management, energy, pollution, transport, land use, ecology, materials & water.

Low carbon footprint:
The building uses just 19.21 kgCO2/m2.
(This is an approximate 84% reduction from a typical UK office building which uses ~125 kgCO2/m2.)
