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Question: Can co-host or alternative host add poll questions during a ZOOM meeting? 
 
 
Answer:  
 

- To launch polls: host and co-host  (*alternative host is someone who can be the host when the original host 
is not available.  There is only one host in a meeting). 

 
- To add / edit poll questions: the original host who scheduled the meeting.
