The amendments to the Regulations Governing Associate Students were noted.

The recommendation for the Committee on Re-approval of Taught Postgraduate Programmes to
continue adopting the current set of criteria before the completion of the review of the criteria was
approved.

The study schemes and exemptions from Major requirements of undergraduate programmes for
senior-year entrants under the new curriculum for implementation in 2014-15 were noted.

The proposed revisions to the minimum university requirements for admission under the new
curriculum and to the Regulations Governing Admission to Full-time Undergraduate Studies for
admission in 2015 and beyond were approved.

The proposed guidelines for determining honours classifications for students of the new curriculum
were approved.

The letter from the UGC regarding the Academic Development Planning for the 2015-16 roll-over
year and the University’s report were noted.

A vote of thanks to Professor Wong Tak Jun, who stepped down from the position of Dean of the

Faculty of Business Administration and would continue to serve on the Senate as Choh-Ming Li
Professor of Accountancy, was recorded for his service to the Senate.
