The Collection of the Light-tone Word Marks

Abstract In standard Chinese pronounciation there exist not only grammatic marks,
but also semantic,phonetic and numeral marks of word-formation for light-tone words.
This existence provides proofs for the collection of the light- tone words. There are totally
2930 light- tone words in the “Modern Chinese Dictionary”.2135(accounting for 72.9%) of
which are marked and can be classified as minimum degree light-tone words. 55 of the
2930 belongs to special ambiguous words (accounting for 1,9%) and falls into
non-light-tone words. There are still 740( accounting for 25,2%) ambiguous and light-tone
words left, which should preferably be pronounced in light tone. This classification
embodies the style of combining inflexibility and yielding in the collection of the light-
tone words.
