一、课程介绍
（一）中文简介
《国际组织教育政策研究》课程是教育类专业高年级的研究型课程，通过多媒体呈现、教师讲授、学生讨论、小组合作探究以及汇报交流等教学方式，组织学生学习和研究UNESCO、OCED、WTO、World Bank等国际组织有关教育的可持续发展、教育公平、课程开发、教育改革、教育评价、国际教育合作等方面的政策和文件，促进学生形成教育发展的国际视野和全球意识。

（二）英文简介
This specialized course is offered to the senior education majors who have already laid a solid basis in the field of education and who want to further broaden their global horizons on the major educational decisions made by the world community.
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  Academic Purposes
This course has four academic purposes: 1) enable students to have a general understanding of the important educational policies and initiatives developed by the international organizations like UNESCO, OECD, World Bank and UNICEF, etc.; 2)improve students’ ability to use English as a tool in their academic studies, as the course is delivered in English, students are expected to complete all the course tasks in English, reading, analysis, deliberation, discussion, literature review, critique, group cooperation, presentation, etc; 3)practice the general methods and strategies of policy analysis, and develop thoughtful, creative and critical ideas in education policy study; 4)broaden the vision of students in the academic development, develop systematic and holistic notions toward education policy and education initiatives worldwide, and relate the international policy issues to China’s educational development.


  Value Purpose


  (1)International Understanding: try to understand the history and developming attributes of international organization, their function and reasponsibilities in promoting common good;


  (2)Cultural Awareness: try to understand that national policy is always culture and history sensitive and related, which is always the cultural and social filter of the international influence;


  (3)Critical thinking and social responsibilities: Be aware and critical of the political and social interests of particular international organization, and try to build up the social responsibilities for our own nation as well as for the international world.




  Themes
Several linked educational themes will be addressed in this course. 




  Theme 1: Education Matters: Global Educational Initiative
It focus on the latest initiatives-Education First Initiative (UN), Learning for All (OECD Education Strategy), Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), Education for All (EFA). 




  Value point:(1)with the introduction of international development plans and educational policies, to help student have the basic understanding of the challenges and priorities of educational issues with the global perspective, and could try to corelate those problems into China's context, to build up the international understanding and cultural and state identity;


  (2)try to engage the international issues in education field into of local context, try to locate the real problem in education system in China and across the world, try to develop students problem solving competencies.


  



  Theme 2: The new challenges: 21st century skills and competences, which emphasizes on the OECD Innovation Strategy on the features of educational approaches and system to stimulate creativity, initiative, and risking-taking among students.


  Value Point:


  (1) try to analyse the future competencies of students in the golbal world, to have a overall perspective in understanding the international trend, to concern about the cultivating of future mankind in the worldwide sense;


  (2)locate the 21st century skills and competencies in the Chinese context, and corelate it with China student core competency mindmap, and try to understand the policy trend of China's education in coming years, try to build up students national confidence and identity recognition.


  
Theme 3: Early Childhood Care and Education, which includes the early childhood care and development projects and initiatives supported by UNESCO, UNICEF, and WHO, etc. 


  Value Point:(1)Problem recognition and problem solving:try to use examplars to help student understand the problems and issues in early child education field, and try to collect diversified solutions in sovling the current problems;


  (2)cultrual consideration and mutual understanding: try to understand ECCE'S problem in China's context, and explore that the same issue may have differnt representation and focus in differnt background, cultural and history situation.


  
Theme 4: Learning for jobs: TVET in Prospect, which discusses the development of technological and vocational education and teaching worldwide.


  Value Point: (1)try to understand TVET policy and its relation with national strategy of the each country, try to understand the development of TVET in the background of international competition and national development;


  (2)try to use examplars to help students understannd the importance of development of TVET, and ask students to analyse the obastables and problems in promoting TVET,try to develop student's problem solving ability.


   
Theme 5: The New Dynamics of Higher Education, a discussion of the communiqué of world conference on Higher education by UNESCO. 


  Value Point:(1) try to help student tracing the development and innovation trend of higher education in the international sphere,to develop their international perspective and mindset;


  (2)try to discuss about the issues and innovation in China's higher education, and the advatages and disadvantages of our current higher education system, and give suggestions in policy develoment , try to develop students' national confidence and identity, as well as social reaponsibilities.


  
Theme 6: Transforming Education: ICT and Education, which includes the ICT policies advocated by UNESCO, IMF, etc. 


  Value Point:(1)through comparing the ICT related education policy development, try to understand our national priorities and national development in the domain at the global level, to build up student's national confidence and socila responsibilities;


  (2)try to help student the reflect about the development of ICT, and discuss the possible solution, to develop student's reflective and critical thinking.


  



  
Theme 7: Shaping a New Vision of Education, a discussion of the future policy progressing and emergency agendas across the world. 


  Value Point: (1)help student to imagine the future development of education and its policy , try to develop students' creativity and rethinking ability;


  (2)try to visulize the future development of education considering the historical, cultural and current priority, try to develop student's logic thinking and problem soving abilities.
Supplement topics: Overcoming Exclusion through Inclusive Approach in Education; Strategic Approaches to Science and Technology in Development; Personalizing Education; Evidence in Education: Linking Research and Policy, etc.


  
Assessment Components
The assessment in this course is designed to reflect your engagement in the course study and your understanding and viewpoints on the policies and documents presented in the course.
The assessment scheme consists of the following five components:
1)    Participation, In-class Discussion and Presentation (by group or person) (30%) Attendance/Participation. Everyone is expected to attend class each week, in prompt
fashion; to actively participate in discussions, complete in-class activities and assignments as requested, and act in collegial collaboration with colleagues. In addition, students are expected to provide leadership for some portions of the seminar. The success of this class depends upon each individual’s preparation and input. 
2)    Reflection, analysis or review of a policy document or contemporary educational issue on the thematic topics (20%)
The analysis or reflection will require you to draw upon readings and class lectures/discussion in short essay format. You can choose to analyze on a particular policy, or choose to correlate one of the thematic topics to the reality of education in China, and discuss for certain resolutions. (A one-page reflection on the first session; Approximately 2,000 words in length).
3)    Final Examination (50%)
In-class discussion and after-class reading are essential components of teaching, learning and assessment throughout the course, so you are expected to attend all the teaching sessions. For the assignment and examination, you will be informed of the detailed criteria for assessment in advance. And it is advised to check the public mailbox of the course frequently to update with notices and reading materials.
As it is an advanced course, all the learning materials are in English, including the printed readings, electronic documents, and PowerPoint slides, and most instructional activities are conducted in English, too. You will have plenty of chances to use English as a tool in reading, discussing and writing academic essays.
